Building of strong national identity is the main instrument of sovereignty. Secularization of
the public sphere or daily life in the early modern period necessitated the imagination of the nation
for modern sovereignty. In this respect, the study of state and nation-building in the context of
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ceasefire and victory of the Karabakh conflict will contribute to the respective research. In this
paper, state-building, and nation-building are handled with the comparative method. The key terms
are ceasefire and victory. There are variety of study related to state and nation-building in
Azerbaijan (Valiyev, 2020) (Valiyev, 2021) (Valiyev, 2022a) (Ergun A., 2010) (Ergun & Citak,
2020) (Ergun, 2022) (Cornell, 2011) (Ergun & Valiyev, 2020). In this paper, the author focuses
on explaining the completion of state and nation-building in the framework of ceasefire and
victory.

Ceasefire: Social Contract, Constitution, and Statehood

The building of state and national identity is based on human, and it’s considered and justified
as modern. There is enough literature that supports this view in the context of nationalism
(Anderson, 2015) (Gellner, 2018) (Hobsbawm, 2014) (Valiyev, 2020, ss. 28-34). In this respect,
the modern state and nation-building of Azerbaijan started in the middle of the nineteenth century.
In other words, the modernization of daily life in Muslim society was under the control of the
Tsarist colonial system. In this sense, Akhundzadeh could be considered the starting point of
modernization that contributed to the nationalization of political discourse in the late nineteenth
century (Valiyev & Bezci, 2021). At the end of that modernization of the national movement, the
first republic of Azerbaijan (Azerbaijan Democratic Republic (ADR)) was declared. But due to
the absence of the constitution, the ADR was an incomplete nation-state (Valiyev, 2020) (Valiyev,
2021) (Valiyev, 2022a). However, the option of the constitution as an independent state in 1995
started a new phase of state-building. As it’s known, to be considered a fully-fledged nation the
constitution plays a decisive role. The nation is such a notion that could exist only under the joint
law (Sieyes, 2005: 13). After getting independence from the USSR in 1991, the construction of
national identity emerged as a critical issue that the government(s) should deal with. However, the
First Karabakh War and occupation of the 20 percent of the Azerbaijani territories removed the
identity issue from the agenda. The government signed a social contract with the society and accept
the first democratic/independent constitution that led to the building of a state in the framework of
Azerbaijanism. Due to the conflict completion of nation-building was not finished but would be
completed after the victory in the Second Karabakh War (Valiyev, 2022b).

Victory: Completion of Nation-Building

Defeated invaders helped Ataturk to build the modern Turkish nation. The nation could be
considered the legal basis of sovereignty (Duguit, 2013: 387-95). In this sense, victory was the
missing point for Azerbaijan on the way to building a modern nation or to be a fully-fledged
sovereign state. To be able to people glorify feelings of the past politics needs history and history
emerged thanks to the victory. The invasion was considered an obstacle to the implementation of
sovereignty that was built into the constitution. In that respect, the building of the nation was
incomplete. Thus, the building of history that is decisive for nation-building needed victory as
shown in other nation-building experiences. The historical question that emerged in the late
nineteenth century and became an unsolved problem will be answered. And Azerbaijani society
will be able to answer the identity question through political institutions. The answer will
encompass multiculturalism, Turkism, and Azerbaijanism and will build a strong
background/contract for being Azerbaijani. Additionally, historical victory will make strong
sovereignty that was weakened due to the occupation, and break the dependency. It could be said
that Azerbaijan is already considered a fully-fledged sovereign nation-state.

State and nation-building is a political construction. In its early independence, Azerbaijan
could build statehood through the constitution. However, due to the occupation, nation-building
or completion of sovereignty was removed from the agenda of politics. With the historical victory



in Karabakh new path opened for the completion of nation-building. The victory will make
Azerbaijan a fully-fledged nation-state and future research should focus on this issue to contribute
to the study of nation-building.
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
